Minutes of Mells Parish Council held in the Barn on
Tuesday 11 October 2022

APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE: Cllr John Henderson
Absent: Clir Vince Turner

DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST:
Cllr Asquith declared an interest in planning application 2022/1952/TCA.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION:

Quarry noise: Resident acknowledged that quarry noise during the day was a fact of life but
raised concerns about the noise at night. The quarry had recently received 39 complaints all
(except 2) were about unacceptable noise between the hours of 11pm and 7am. The following
are the main comments reported by resident:-

e Noise levels vary due to wind direction (South/south westerly appears to affect Mells,
northerly Whatley) and even which side of a house you are in.

e Despite the quarry’s mitigating measures a handheld device has registered consistent
levels all year.

e It is 27 years since the last review and a lot has changed. The quarry is deeper and wider
and working in different areas. The previous framework is out of date.

e SCC recent survey results have not been published.

¢ Need to stop lorry traffic coming down Holes Lane as there is no reason for it.

e The working practices during the night at the quarry need monitoring.

e The nature of the noise is loading trucks with a JCB, revving and reversing trucks, tipping
stone into the crusher and the noise as it works its way through the crusher.

e Now would be the ideal opportunity to seek reduced levels whilst the applications are
under review. It will be difficult to enforce if there is no acceptable levels in place. Resident
is worried that the same environmental standards will be passed again.

Cllr Asquith reported that lack of sleep is a proven health and safety issue and many illnesses
can be attributed to disturbed sleep.

The original bund no longer protects the surroundings from noise as it is now in close proximity
to the edge of the quarry. It either needs to be moved or raised to be effective.

Cllr West offered to undertake fact finding visits at the quarry with the resident to establish
what the working practices are, see what mitigating systems are in place and what could be
improved. Cllr West reported that the quarry has rubber lined 5 dumper trucks and the
majority of the lorries travelling along Holes Lane are going to the cement works.
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DISTRICT COUNCILLOR’S REPORT:

Unitary authority: The Chief Executive is now in place.

Somerset Energy Saver is a free, online hub with advice for residents on how to make energy-

Cycle racks: Mendip DC is inviting residents for their thoughts on proposed locations. Details
on parish council website. Closes 4 November.

Tree consultation Strategy: This is to raise awareness of old trees or trees that matter when
planning applications are being considered.

Somerset Economical Development strategy: Is the strategic framework for the delivery of
future growth activities across the District, in a rapidly changing economic landscape and is
looking at government innovation sites eg. The 616-acre old ordanance factory site by junction
23 of the M5 motorway which has the potential for an onsite rail terminal, business and up to
750 houses.

Local Community Networks: There is an informal consultation taking place (details on parish
website) to look at the options for how the areas should be divided. Councillors will read the
available information and respond by the deadline.

Condition of grass triangle — Bottom Lane and area in front of Vobster Inn:

Highways has requested a more detailed plan of the proposal. Clerk will arrange for this to
be done. Clerk will also look into whether there are any planning issues that may need to be
approved and likely costs prior to the work being carried out.

Telephone box and defibrillator:

The box has been painted and the defibrillator and case have been delivered. Clerk to arrange
for the defib to be fitted.

Quarry noise:

As the Parish Council are not copied into the emails sent to the quarry it is hard to report back
at the meetings on whether there has been any issues or not. It was therefore suggested that
residents should email the Clerk with the complaints which would be logged and subsequently
reported on at each meeting.

Rectory bus shelter:

Cllr Seewooruttun has cleared the drain but water is still accumulating in front of the shelter.
Clir Asquith to look at options to improve this.

White Bridge — railings:

No quotes have been received. It was decided that the option of vertical posts along the bridge
would be very costly so firm mesh will be installed instead. Clerk to seek quotes.

Barn lease:

The solicitor has responded and time needs to be taken to review the response and raise any
issues.
